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 The Tecumseh Lady Arrow Soccer Team found out the hard way what life 

would be like without their star player as they suffered their third defeat of the 

season at the hands of the Northwestern Lady Warriors by a 4-1 score on 

Monday. Sophomore Jessica Boggs was diagnosed with a stress fracture in her 

lower leg which will keep her out of the lineup until sufficient healing takes place. 

Until this point of the season the Tecumseh offense ran thru Boggs who was 

running wild and leading the league and the area in scoring with 15 goals and 7 

assists in just 6 games. Northwestern on the other hand was smarting from some 

early season losses to some of the best teams in the area. All three of their losses 

to Tipp City, Bethel, and Greeneview came by 2-1 scores and winning goals were 

made off of well executed set plays.  

 With this backdrop the first half was a very poor one for the Arrows. The 

Warriors dominated possession and out shot Tecumseh 14-0. Coach Jim Paxton 

was so disappointed with his team’s efforts that he pulled many of the offensive 

starters just after the midpoint of the half. Northwestern scored their first goal at 

34:49 on a shot by junior Jacelyn Demeter off a pass by Becca Fulton for a 1-0 

lead. 

 As the Arrow offense struggled to build any kind of possession in the 

midfield the Arrow defense worked overtime to repel the Warrior advances. 

Northwestern scored their second goal of the half with 1:12 remaining on a long 

direct kick by Elysha Welch from the left side after a pushing foul on Tecumseh for 

the 2-0 halftime score. 



 Coach Paxton implored his team to take responsibility for its poor play and 

challenged them to be more aggressive in winning possession and in making 

better passes. He also changed the formation to a 4-3-3 to give the attack better 

field coverage in the forward positions.  

 The changes worked for the Arrows as they were able to launch 6 second 

half shots. They scored their only goal of the match at 13:12 on a rebounded shot 

by Nicole Snyder off a long direct kick by Alysha Benson that struck the upright 

from 25 yards out that cut the lead to 2-1. Anna Studebaker had a good chance 

following that as she had a shot from 12 yards out in the middle that sailed high 

over the goal.  

Northwestern sealed the game with 5:31 left as Chloe West broke thru and 

finished for a 3-1 lead. To add insult to injury the Warriors scored one last time 

with 2 seconds remaining as a hard cross slipped thru the hands of a diving Kellie 

Gruber that Lakin Smith sent into the net for the 4-1 final. 

 The Arrows look to get back to their winning ways on the road at Graham 

on Monday in a 7:15pm start.
