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 With three games remaining in the regular season the Tecumseh Lady Arrow Soccer 

Team suffered back to back losses this past week to the Tipp City Lady Red Devils by a score of 

8-0 and to the Shawnee Lady Braves by a score of 6-1. With the losses the Arrows drop to 5-6-2 

on their fall campaign.  

 The latter part of the season has been frustrating for both the players and the coaches. 

Injuries have plagued a factor in the poor play of late. The loss of Alysha Benson in the midfield 

and recurring injuries to Allison Denton and Jaela Coffey has limited the team’s effectiveness.  

 In the game against Tipp City the Arrows played well early in limiting Tipp’s scoring 

chances. The high powered Red Devil offense scored at 34:35 but did not score again until 

11:24 on a misplayed ball and at 9:05 for a 3-0 halftime lead. The Arrow offense was barely 

existent with only three shots the first half. Jessica Boggs made a nice cross from the right side 

at 23:00 that Anna Studebaker had an attempt on but it went wide. Tipp outshot the Arrows 

16-3 the first half and followed that with a 16-1 advantage the second half in scoring an 

additional 5 goals. Kellie Gruber had 10 saves along with Michele Milligan who had 9 saves in 

her first action in the goal this season. 

 In the game versus Shawnee the Arrows played sluggish in the early part of the contest. 

In fact Shawnee scored their first goal at 38:39 to set the tone for the match. The Braves 

showed good speed and coordination in their passing thru the midfield and easily dissected the 

arrow defense. Coach Jim Paxton was so displeased with his team’s performance that he pulled 

several starters and kept them out of the game the remainder of the half. That enabled 

Shawnee to readily assault the Arrow goal giving them a 14-5 first half shot advantage scoring 

four more times for a 5-1 halftime lead. The lone goal for Tecumseh came off a pass from Taylor 

Henry at midfield that Jessica Boggs took down the left sideline around two defenders and 

finished at 21:13. 

 The second half saw little improvement in the Arrow offense. Too many long arbitrary 

balls thru the midfield led to only one shot for Tecumseh from Allison Denton from about 45 

yards out that was easily handled by the Brave goalkeeper. The Arrow defense allowed 11 shots 



the second half but 8 of them were either high or wide. Shawnee score their last goal at 9:28 on 

a deflected ball from 4 yards out on the right. 

 The team will look to turn around its current woes with a home game against Stebbins 

on Wednesday.
