LBers - Stance, read, pursuit, blitzing, pass 
coverage, work against different offensive 
schemes. 
Secondary - Stance, keyes, alignment, pass 
coverage, ball drills, interception, run support. 
Specialties -  Place kicking, punting, long 
snaps, holders, punt returns. 

OFFENSE 
Line - Stance, alignment, blocking techniques, 
footwork, defensive formation identification. 
Receivers - Running routes, ball drills, stance, 
release, faking, blocking techniques. 
Backs - Stance, start, ball handling, cutting, receiving. 
QB’s - Stance, faking, ball handling, center exchange, 
variety of fundamental pass and run techniques.
